Faculty members are involved in clinical supervision and are not always
on campus but are available by scheduled appointments.



Program Requirements

The following guidelines have been established by the Technical College System of Georgia

(TCSG) and approved by the Savannah Technical College Administration for progress into the

EMT program.

1) Applicants must be at least 18 years of age.

2) Submit an application and $20.00 processing fee for admission to:

3) Arrange to take the Placement test by appointment with the testing office. Please contact the appropriate

office for the testing dates.

4) Immediately complete and/or forward the following to the admissions office

a) An official high school transcript or GED certificate
b) Official College transcript (if any)

5) Complete a financial aid application. The Hope Grant can be used for the EMT Programs and is available for
eligible people but only when they complete the financial aid application.

6) Obtain regular admission status to Savannah Technical College.

7) Attend new student program orientation. Please contact student services for orientation dates.

8) If you are a current NREMT-B and plan to enter into an EMT-I program, you must hold a current NREMT-B
card. You must also supply a transcript from your EMT-Basic course. Contact the Lahoma Patton, at 443-
5342 for additional information.

9) Start getting all required paperwork that is due the first night of class along with your immunizations. You
will need to bring proof of being at least 18 years of age (copy of driver’s license or birth certificate) and,
unofficial copy of high school transcript with graduation date, copy of diploma or, copy of GED.



Academic Standards:

The EMT program is computer enhanced and requires the student to have access to a computer for all
homework assignment, quizzes, and test. Any unexcused absence on the day of an announced test will result
in a zero (0) for that exam and cannot be made up. Students must maintain an average of 70% on all unit
Modules and pass all practical exams. Students must achieve an average score a 70% or better on each
quarterfinal and on the program comprehensive final. Students who receive a grade of “D”, “F”, or “WF” may
reenter into the course failed. Any readmitted student who fails to achieve a grade of “C” or higher the
second time will be dropped from the program and will not be eligible for readmission into the program for a
period of one (1) year. This also applies to a student who withdraws from any EMT course.

Clinical Rotation:

Students will begin clinical rotation near the middle of the second quarter and will continue them throughout
the remainder of the course. Each student must meet the clinical requirements for each clinical facility within
the first two weeks of the second quarter. Any student who is unable to meet the requirements for their
clinical rotation will be dropped from the program. Each student will be responsible for doing a total of 90
clinical hours with at least eight (8) hours spent at each clinical rotation. Students will be under Preceptor
supervision at the assigned clinical site. The instructor will assign the clinical site.

State and National Certification:
The certification process consists of written and practical examinations administered by the Georgia

Department of Human Resources and the National Registry of EMT’s. To be eligible for these exams the
student must successfully complete all the requirements of the EMT program.

When do | start my clinical experience?
It will begin during your second quarter during EMS 1107.

Do I need to have a physical examination, CPR and First Aid before | enter the program?

You are required to have immunizations that have been mentioned earlier in the booklet
prior to beginning you clinical rotations. It can be required for the first quarter. CPR is part of
the course which will be taught.

Who will be my advisor?
All full time practical EMS Technology Staff.

If I have been convicted of a felony will | be allowed to attend the program?

A student who has been convicted of a felony or misdemeanor may be admitted to the
program but such a conviction may prevent one from being allowed at a clinical sited or
receiving a license from the NREMT. If you have been arrested or convicted of a felony or a
crime involving moral turpitude, or any crime as sited in Georgia Code# 43-26-40, you may
want to discuss this matter with an advisor prior to entering the program.

What will | earn?

Salary in the local area ranges from $9.00 to approximately $12.00 an hour, depending on the
location and type of work. When considering positions, remember to look at the total package
of benefits along with the base salary, a slightly lower salary may be more beneficial if the
health insurance and retirement benefits are generous.

What skills will I learn to do in this program?
As a graduate you will possess the skills to administer medication, assess and care for adults,
infants, children and geriatric patients, assist with obstetric procedures.

How long will it take me to complete the training?
The program will take 9 months to complete the EMT Program.



What personal traits should | possess to enter this profession?

EMTG are able to work with people, assume responsibility, have initiative, maintain a
professional appearance, take pride in their work, care for others, show dependability and
accept instruction and correction from supervisors.

What hours do | need to commit to complete this program?

Classroom hours are listed 2 to 3 days a week in the classroom. This is a web enhanced class
so you will need to dedicate time outside the classroom. Clinical hours will be scheduled
around the schedule provided to the instructor and a total of 90 clinical hours must be
completed for course completion. You must be flexible and committed to course completion.

What is the attendance policy?

Attending class and clinical is mandatory. Clinical absences must be made up by the student.
Make up is usually completed on the weekend. You are required to complete a certain
number of contact hours in class and clinical in order to be a candidate for graduation from
the program and to sit for NREMT-185 exam.

How much homework is required?
There is a great deal of out of class study required. The average student spends two to fours
hours each day studying. The program is very challenging.

How are students evaluated?

Academic grades for classes are determined by performance on a combination of
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Clinical grades are based on the completion of clinical skills needed for required quarter.

Contact your instructor for details. The Technical College System of Georgia also requires a

work ethics grade in all courses.

Do | have to have uniforms?
Yes. Students must purchase the standard student uniform for clinical rotation. You will have
the opportunity to order uniforms when you first enter the program.
